In case of a breakdown (actual separation of equipment — not
unhooking of chains or straps) team will go to the end of the
lineup.

Competition open to all.

Ropes or linesto pull between to be determined by Judges.
Standard distanceis 18 feet.

Measured distance to determine positions at the end of the
contest. In case of atie, the next longest distance will determine
finishing position.

Two hookers — plus two men to drive team in (if needed) will
bealowed. LIMIT 5. All helpersto stay behind evenersand
remain silent once teamis hooked. Helpers CANNOT ride or
touch machine. All othersto remain out of theimmediate
pulling area (or behind boundary linesif applicable).

If a helper goes to THE team'’ s head, the team M UST unhook
and circlebeforerehooking.

Thedriver is compelled to ride and stay seated during pull.

If ahorse steps ON or OVER ropes or line, pull will be
disqudified.

Each team has three chances to qualify each load.

Any team arriving | ate can hook to the existing load providing
no teamsare eliminated.

Time Limitations— 157 Draw — from placement of machine or
last draw — 3 minutes; 2" Draw — 1 minute to complete hook;
3 Draw — after all others have pulled the distance 3 minutes.
Teams pulling in heavy contest must have at least one horsethat
hasn’t pulled in the previous contest. Intheevent that thereisn’t
enough teamsto take up the prize money any NON-WINNER
canreturn.

Therewill be NO line slapping or hel pers touching horses
duringcontest. THISRULEWILL BEENFORCED.
CONTESTANTSWILL BEELIMINATED FROM
CONTEST WITHOUT WARNING.
