The
animal’s rabies vaccination status must remain current throughout its
stay on the fairgrounds.

Booster Vaccination: Animals previously vaccinated for rabies but
whose vaccine status has expired, are eligible for exhibition upon
receiving a booster vaccination. This booster must be given at least
3 days prior to arrival at the Fair. Proof of previous vaccination is

ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS
PREPARATION FOR THE FAIR

Contagious Diseases: All animals must be free from contagious disease. Examples of contagious diseases for which animals
havebeen denied entry or rejected from fairsincludethe following: ringworm, warts, mange, sore mouth, respiratory infection
and contagious hoof infections.

Animal Identification: Animalsmust beuniquelyidentified. Acceptableidentification allowspositivematching of theanimal
to all accompanying documents including papers with laboratory test results and vaccination statements. If a sketch or
photograph isto be used for official identification of an animal, the sketch or photogr aph must contain the signatur e of
theattending veterinarian and date. Horse sketchesand descnpuonsshould reference color pattern, hair whorls, chestnuts,
scarsand other markings. Llamadrawings, asfor horses, must positively identify theindividual animal. A nameor astatement
of color without additional distinguishing features or man made identification is not acceptabl e identification.

Follow Drug and Vaccine Withholding Times: In order to prevent the contamination of food products, labeled withholding
timesshoul é bestrictly adheredtoin fooé producing ani mal sthat havebeen treated with any chemical (drug) or havehad vaccine
administered.

Isolation: In addition tothe possibility that the stress of moving can resultin ahealthy animal becomingill, assembling groups

of animalsincreasesthe chance of exposure to contagiousdisease. All animalsreturning fromafair or show should beisolated
from the herd or flock (no direct or indirect contact) for at least two weeks after returning to the premise of origin.

Proof of Vaccination: A signed, written statement from theattending veterinarian isrequired asproof of vaccination. A valid
animal health certificate which has the vaccination(s) listed and is signed by the issuing veterinarian is acceptable proof of
vaccination. The date of vaccination must belisted on all certificates.

CERTIFICATE OF VETERINARY INSPECTION
New York State Animals: A valid New York Stateintrastate CVI (form Al 61) isrequired for: Cattle, Sheep, Goats,

Shine, LTamas, Deer, Monkeys and miscellaneous ruminants. Each animal must beindividually and positively identified
onthehealth chart. The CVI must beissued by an Accredited Veterinarian on or after May 1 of the current year.

NON-New York State Animals: All animalsentering New Y ork Statemust satisfy import health and test requirementsfor
that species. Theinterstate CVI isvalid for 30 daysfrom the date of issuance with regard to entrance into New York
State. During the fair season (July 1 through Labor Day) valid interstate CVI’s can be used multipletimesfor entrance into
fairs. Theinitial entranceinto afair must be within 30 days of issuance. In order for thiscertificate to be used at alater
fair, it must beinitialed and dated by afair official. If it wasissued greater than 30 days prior to movement and is not
|nmaled the animal will be denied admission. In addition to state entrance requirements, animal(s) must satisfy
individual fair admission requirements. After entry into New York State, an interstate health chart can serve asa fair
health certificateif fair requirements (in addition to the interstate requirements) have been fulfilled.

Note:  All vaccine requirements must be met during the duration of the fair. CVI's with vaccinations out of date
at the time of the fair are invalid and the animals will be rejected.

RABIESVACCINATION

In consideration of public health concerns, it isstrongly recommended that all mammals to be exhibited at any fair in NYS
bevaccinated against rabies. TheNY Sinterdepartmental Rabies Committee recognizesthe probabl eefficacy and safety of
killed rabiesvaccine for off-label mammalian species; however, in cases of r abies exposur e, the NY S Department of Health
cannot recognize, asprotected, rabies vaccinated animals for which thereisno licensed rabiesvaccine. Exhibitorsshould
consult their veterinarian for further information.

Proof of rabies vaccination will berequired at all fairs for those speciesthat a USDA licensed vaccineis available (asof 1/1/
01— cattle, cats, dogs, horses, ferretsand sheep). Thevaccine must be administered at least 14 days prior to arrival on the
fairgroundsbut no greater than thelabel ed time specified for active protection against rabies. Theanimal’srabiesvaccination
statusmust remain current throughout its stay on the fairgrounds. Rabies vaccination of all other mammalian speciesis
strongly recommended. Somefairs may require rabiesvaccination of mammalian speciesnot indicated on thelabel. Please
inquirelocally. Local rabiesrequirementswill be enforced.

Minimum Age for Vaccination: Animals 105 days of age or older on thedate of arrival at thefair must be vaccinated for
rabies (for those speciesrequiring vaccination).

Booster Vaccination: Animals previously vaccinated for rabiesbut whose vaccine status has expired, are eligible for
exhibition upon receiving a booster vaccination. Proof of previous vaccination isrequired.

NOTE: Rabiestitersin lieu of current rabiesvaccination isnot acceptable.

A fourteen-day rabies vaccination requirement is the minimum time frame that will help to ensure protection of animals
against rabieswhile on thefairgrounds. Itispr eferableto establish rabiesimmunity well in advance of the fair season.
Keep in mind that a non-immunized animal (or an animal whose protective vaccination status has expired), exposed to
rabiesvirusprior toreceiving itsvaccination, isnot likely tobe protected. Exhibitorsshould consult with their
veterinarian about vaccinating their anlmal(s) against rabies as soon aspossible. Asanimals receivetheir booster
vaccination, wewill be devel oping a population that is protected against rabiesto the broadest degree possible.

LIVE ANIMALSASPRIZES

Under Section 358-a of Article 26 of theNY S Agricultureand Markets Law, live animals are not allowed to be given away
asprizesin any game, drawing, contest, sweepstakes or other promotion.

Theexceptionsare purebred livestock and fish. Animalscan also be given away as part of a bonafide education program.
Enforcement is carried out by peace officers or agents of an incorporated SPCA.

CLEANING AND DISINFECTION

All premises on thefairgrounds housing animal s must be cleaned and disinfected prior to the opening of the fair and between
groups of animalswhen housing isrotated. (Section 50.2 of Agriculture and Markets regulations)

a) Equine I nfectiousAnemia Test (EI A/Coggins) —A valid EIA chart documenting that theanimal has been tested
(any USDA approved test) within the current or previous calendar years (2015 and 2016 for this fair
season) and found to be negative for EIA infection, is required of all equine 6 months of age and older.
The animal identification noted on all accompanying documents must match the description on the official
EIA chart. (See Animal Identification)

b) Rabies Vaccination — Proof of active immunization against rabies required (See Proof of Vaccination & Rabies
Vaccination)
[¢] Inter state Health Requir ements—Horses6 monthsof ageor ol der must test negative for equineinfectiousanemia.

Thetest must be conducted within 12 monthsof theday of entry. Thehorsemust beclearly and completely identified.
Rabies vaccination is required for all horses over 105 days of age.
